Mick Cawston


If you were to meet Mick Cawston walking down the path towards you in his old battered jacket, his hair down to his shoulders and his knee hanging out of jeans you would be forgiven for not realizing that he is one of the finest dog painters working in the world.  He is often compared to John Ems and Maude Earl.  He works equally well in oils, watercolors or pastels.  No matter what breed of dog he portrays, the character and likeness of the dog is always superb.  


Born in 1959 in Dagenham Essex he was educated at the Robert Clock comprehensive school and it was here that he won his first exhibition at the age of seven.  On leaving school he trained as a cabinetmaker before signing up in the army for three years serving six months in Northern Ireland.  After military service he worked as a motorcycle messenger in London earning enough money to spend time touring Europe.  


Throughout this time his passion for drawing grew stronger and when he returned to England he spent six months sketching children’s portraits on the pavements of Covent Garden for 3 pounds each.  He moved away from London to a small cottage on a farm in Burham-on-Crouch and sold his art works on the streets, although this time his price was 18 pounds per drawing.  His prices have gone up since then!  


He began to paint seriously in oils in the early part of 1987.  By the summer of 2000, he saw the publication of his 300th set of limited edition prints.  He has been featured in Gundog Magazine, Countryman Weekly, Sporting Gun and Deerstalking Magazine.  His original paintings are widely collected throughout the world.
